SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR THE ARTICLES
CONFERENCE 

“Current trends of modernization in law”
1. The submitted article must be 7 to 10 pages including the references. 

2. Please, submit texts in Microsoft Word, paper size A4, margins on right-left must be 20 mm on each side, the font Arial, font size 12 pt, line spacing -1, the first line of each paragraph with indentation 1.5 mm. 

3. Components of the articles should be laid out as follows: 

1) the title of the article (font Arial, font size 14 pt, Bold, Centred); 

2) Information about the author (font Arial, font size 12 pt, Bold, Centred): the name and surname of the author(s), their scientific and academic degree, position and affiliation (for postgraduate and doctoral students the full name of the university should be given, the name of departments are not specified);
3) the abstract should be  6-7 sentences, summarizing the major aspects of the entire article (font Arial, font size 10 pt);

4) after the abstract the key words (5-6), which are the most important concepts discussed in the article and related to the issues of the topic (font Arial, font size 10 pt). 

!!!The title of the article, the information about the author(s), the abstract and keywords should be given in three languages: Latvian, English and Russian, (for foreign authors - only in English and Russian), in separate blocks for each language.

The article should have the following basic structural parts consecutively emphasized in the text:


- Introduction (the statement of the problem, its relevance / importance, the goal of the research) 


- the review of recent publications on the subject of the article with the names of 
the 
authors in the language of the article and in English brackets in Italic, as 
well as the year 
of publication


- the purpose of the research conducted by the author


- main findings of the research, conclusions,


-  list of references. 

The titles of the structural elements, as well as parts of the article, if emphasized by the author, should be in Bold.

References to the sources are given in the text in square brackets after the quote (first the sequential number of the source is given, and then, after a comma, the page number [2, 34]; references to several sources with indication of the pages are separated by a semicolon). 

6.
The  reference list of normative acts and literature sources (at least 8) should be at the end of the article with each separate reference to the source numbered in the succession as it appears in the main body of the text (font Arial, font size 10 pt). After the references in the original language of the source, the reference list must be given in English (subhead - References).
